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                 The Final Countdown – The Book of Revelation

             Rev 12 & 13– Battle with Satan
       8 August 2010

John has brought us once more full circle from the beginning to the conclusion of the gospel era. With Revelation 12: 1 the whole cycle begins again. Each time John re-tells the story, as it stretches between the first and second comings of Christ, there is persecution, conflict and victory.
Read Rev 12: 1 - 6
1. What remarkable series of events takes place?
2. Who do you believe the child who is born must be? (v 5)
Summary: The first vision – the woman, child and dragon - is a marvelous condensation of the gospel story from the Messiah’s birth as fulfillment of O.T. prophecy, to his resurrection and ascension. It also highlights the age-long ‘emnity’ between the serpent and the woman. (Gen 3: 15)

Read Rev 12: 7 - 12
3. What is the outcome of the war in heaven? (vv 7 – 9)
4. Although Christ’s victory was achieved once for all on the cross, God’s people experience that victory as well. How do believers share in the defeat of Satan? 

         (v 11)
Read Rev 12: 13 – 17
5. How does the dragon relentlessly continue to pursue the woman, and with what results?
Summary: The overall theme of Chapter 12 is the decisive overthrow of the devil. He is foiled in his attempt to devour the Christ-child, thwarted in spiritual warfare and hurled down to earth. Hi is foiled in his attempt to destroy the church (the woman) who is rescued by God.
Read Rev 13: 1 - 10
6. What powers are wielded by the beast out of the sea?
7. How are believers different from those who worship the beast from the sea? 
          (vv 8 - 10)
Read Rev 13: 11 - 18
8. How does this second beast serve as ‘henchman’ for the first beast?
9. What does Rev 12 & 13 tell you about Satan’s strategies, and about the resources that believers have in Christ?
  Consider:

Thank God that you can be among the overcomers (Rev 12: 11).  May God grant us grace to persevere and be faithful.
