             Rev 14 – 15: 4 – The Gospel Prevails
       15 August 2010

It is quite a relief to turn from the dragon and the beast of chapters 13 and 14, to the Lamb who stands on holy ground, from persecution to security in Mount Zion, from the beast to those who have the name of the Lamb and his Father.
Read Rev 14: 1 - 5
1. Describe the extraordinary scene that John witnesses. What does he see and hear?
2. There is both an orchestra and a choir of 144,000. What is distinctive about the singers? (vv 3 – 5)
3. The Lamb is mentioned three times in this passage. What does each say to you about his relationship with the redeemed people? 
Read Rev 14: 1 - 13
4. While the three angels have different messages, how do all three announce God’s judgment? How should we react to this?
Summary: God’s people are assured of final vindication.  When they die they are truly blessed (v 13). They find rest. Their deeds follow them and corroborate their loyalty.
Read Rev 14: 14 - 20
5. Final judgement is divided into two parts. How does John describe the first figure who appears? (v14)
6. Next an angel appears to reap a second harvest. How does the second harvest differ from the first? (vv 17 – 20)
Summary: The first reaper is surely Jesus at his second coming. The first harvest represents the ingathering of believers. The second harvest implies final judgement.
Read Rev 15: 1 - 4
7. After the horrific picture of judgement in chapter 14, how does the scene dramatically change?
8. What is the theme of the song of Moses and the Lamb? (vv 3,4)
9. When you consider God’s judgement, what is your response … fearful, confident, mystified or some other emotion?

10. What gives you the assurance and security that you are part of the redeemed

      multitude described in Rev 14: 1 – 5, 13; 15: 2?
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
