             Rev 8 & 9: A Call to Repentance
       25 July 2010

The next section of Revelation describes God’s reply to the prayers of his people.
Considers: 
1. When have you received a lifesaving warning? What might have happened if you had ignored the warning?
Read Rev 8: 1 - 5
2. What response or questions do you have to the vision in vv 3 – 5?
3. How does the vision affect your understanding of prayer?
Seven angels with seven trumpets. The breaking of the seven seals and blowing of the seven trumpets symbolize (from different perspectives) the period stretching between the first and second coming of Christ.
4. What, then, is the distinctive perspective of the trumpets? What is the vision of Christ?
Read Revelation 8: 6 - 13
The first four of seven angels sound their trumpets

5. What kinds of disasters follow and what are their impact?
6. How is God’s mercy shown even in the midst of disaster? 
Summary: The first four trumpets symbolically depict ecological, economic, human and behavioural calamities. But the future will be worse (hence the cry of the eagle). The fifth, sixth and seventh trumpets are accordingly renamed the first, second and third woes.
7. If the first four trumpets describe damage to nature, the fifth (Rev 9: 1 – 11) and sixth (Rev 9: 12 – 21) describe damage to human beings, what is your response to these calamities? It leads some to repentance and faith, but others to harden their hearts and so perish.
Read Revelation 9: 1 - 12
8. What is the origin of the terrible horde of locusts (vv 1 – 3)? To what does John compare their appearance and poser? (vv3, 5, 7 – 10)
Read Revelation 9: 13 – 21
9. What strikes you as most fearsome about the vision of Rev 9: 15 – 19?

   10. What is God’s intention in the attacks (Rev 9: 20 – 21)? Why do you think people
         cling to certain sins so stubbornly?
    11. What has God done to bring you to repentance for stubborn sins and acceptance
          of his mercy and forgiveness?
    12. In Rev 8 and 9 we see God using extreme measures to call the world to 
          repentance. What means do you think God is using in the world today to urge   

          people to repent of sin?
