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  The Final Countdown – The Book of Revelation

             Rev 19: 6 – 20: 6 – The Triumph of Christ
       29 August 2010

1. The recent chapters of Revelation are filled with images from the most horrific to the most exultant. What do they say about sin? About heaven?
2. When you think of Christ coming like a thief in the night, how well prepared are you for his coming?
Read Rev 19: 6 - 10
3. Hallelujah! – that is ‘Praise the Lord’ –is a constant refrain in Revelation. As in the Psalms it never stands alone. Always some reason(s) are added to explain why we should praise God. What are the reasons given here? What does the ‘fine linen bright and clean’ signify? 
Read Rev 19: 11 - 16
4. The rider on the white horses is clearly the Lord Jesus Christ in the fullness of his divine majesty. By what four names is he identified (Rev 19: 11 – 13, 16)? What do these four names tell you about him?
5. John wrote of the rider that ‘with justice he judges and makes war’ (v 11). What aspects of the rider’s appearance show that he come to judge with the justice of God?

6. What is the contrast between the robe of Christ (v 13) and the robes of his armies of followers (v 14)?1
Summary: It is almost impossible to visualize the portrait of the Messiah that John describes. Symbolically, however, it is a spectacular picture of the Lord Jesus Christ in majesty, power, authority and justice, coming to destroy the powers of evil.

Read Rev 19: 17 – 21

Following this revelation of Christ as the rider on the white horse, we would expect him to ride forth to the last battle. In anticipation, an angel issues a loud and grim invitation.
7. What are the differences between the ‘great supper of God (vv 17, 18) and the ‘wedding supper of the Lamb’ already mentioned in v 9?
8. What is the outcome of the confrontation between Christ and his army versus the beast, the kings of the earth and their armies?
The dramatic moment has come. The two armies, divine and demonic, face one another. It is the threshold of Amageddon. Nothing happens next – an apparent great anti-climax. The truth is that the battle has already been fought and won on the cross by the resurrection of Jesus.
Summary:  Babylon has been overthrown (Rev 18). Now the two beasts will be destroyed (Rev 19: 20). The dragon’s fate awaits Rev 20.

Rev 19 concludes with the vision of the victorious rider on the white horse – ie. with the end of history. However, Rev 20 does not simply begin where chapter 19 ends. John offers a parallelist view of history. Yet again he recaps his story from the beginning. In chapter 20 he retells the outline of church history between the first and second comings of Christ. 
Read Rev 20: 1 – 6

9. What is the purpose of Satan’s confinement (v 3)?
10. Who reigns with Christ during the thousand years (vv 4 – 6)?

Summary: Whilst we need to respect different interpretations of the millenium ie. some believe Christ comes before (pre) the millenium, others that he comes after (post) the millenium, my own (ie. Alan’s) view is that the millenium is not a literal period of a thousand years but symbolizes the entire period between Christ’s first and second comings (ie. a– millenium).
