Read Revelation 5
1. What is the role of John in the unfolding drama?

2. Why can’t the scroll be opened?

3. From what the elder told him, what would John expect to see next (v 5)?

4. What bold action does the Lamb take (v 7) and what is the reaction of those around him (vv 8 – 10)?

5. Why was the Lamb worthy to open the scroll (vv 5, 9)?
6. What has the blood of the Lamb achieved? List at least three achievements.

7. Aside from the fact that Jesus is identified as the Lamb of God  (John 1: 29, 35), how else can we be sure that the Lamb seen by John is Jesus Christ?
8. How does the praise of the Lamb expand outward from the throne (vv 11 – 14)?
Optional:

9. Read Isaiah 11: 1 – 10 and note the similarities with Revelation 5.
10.  When have you seen God work his power through weakness?

11. What does it mean to you that the Lamb still appears wounded even on the throne?
12. What do the sufferings of the Lamb say about his love?

Rev 4 highlights the fact that God alone is worthy of worship. Now Rev 5 sees the elders and living creatures (ie. the whole creation) worshipping the Lamb. The conquering Lamb shares in the glory of the Lord on the throne in heaven. At the centre of the throne, a symbol of power, stands a slain Lamb, a symbol of powerlessness. Power through weakness lies at the heart of the mystery of almighty God himself.
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
